No competitor may enter more than two entries in any one class.
Exhibits must not have been shown in a previous show

The decision of the judge is final. Judges have the power to withhold
prizes should the exhibits or number of entries be, in their opinion,
unworthy of it.

The committee shall decide on any matter not covered by these rules.

The committee will not be responsible for any loss or damage that may
occur in connection with the show.

All exhibits in must have been grown by the exhibitor in their garden or
allotment except for Class 16 where flowers can be purchased.

In other sections, the exhibits must be the individual work of the exhibitor.

Points for cups: 15t 3 points, 2" 2 points, 3™ 1 point.

In the case of an exhibitor winning two prizes in a class, only the highest
counts towards the cup.
